If UCSB does not have the book you need, you may use these other online catalog databases to locate research 
materials.  These databases represent materials held in thousands of libraries, many of which make their collections 
available through Interlibrary Loan (ILL).

FINDING JOURNAL & MAGAZINE ARTICLES 
Research > Article Indexes & Databases (or http://www.library.ucsb.edu/eresources/databases/) 
 
Journal articles are not listed in library catalogs. Instead, indexes provide bibliographic citations for articles and reviews in 
journals, magazines, newspapers, and periodical literature. Some indexes include abstracts, or brief summaries of the contents 
of the article, but do not necessarily contain the full text of the article.  
 
Once you find an article in an index, check the title of the journal in Pegasus to find out if the library has the volume you 
need and to get the call number so that you can find it on the shelves. If the library does not own the volume you need, you 
can request the article through Interlibrary Loan.
