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The Congressional Record is the official record of the activities of Congress in the House and Senate. It is
published in daily issues, which are later cumulated into annual bound volumes, referred to as the permanent edition.
Pagination changes when the daily issues are cumulated into the permanent Record.

Predecessors of the Congressional Record were the Congressional Globe, from 1833 - 1873;
the Register of Debates from 1824 to 1837, and the Annals of Congress from 1789 to 1824.

The Davidson Library owns the entire Congressional Record and Congressional Globe. We own an abridged
edition of the Register of Debates and the Annals of Congress.
